Fire, theft, vandalism, or malicious mischief insurance on the equipment and property of Supplier shall be Supplier's responsibility.  Automobile public liability insurance will be required on all vehicles operated on the University properties.  Supplier will provide Certificates of Insurance evidencing the insurance required under this provision, including “Waiver of Subrogation & Alternate Employer Endorsement” naming Creighton University for worker's compensation coverage.
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
