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Chinese Municipalities:

Beijing, China – China’s capital city and home to the Great Wall, the Forbidden City, the Summer Palace, and countless other historical attractions, Beijing is one of the most rapidly developing and changing cities in the world

Chongqing, China – China’s largest city both in population and land mass, Chongqing is a conglomeration of the many important provinces it borders and it a crucial port city on the Yangtze River

Shanghai, China – The so-called “Paris of the East,” Shanghai remains one of the world’s most elegant and stylish locales, as well as a powerhouse of international trade, business and tourism

Tianjin, China – Boasting a long importance throughout history, the Tianjin municipality is the closest port city to Beijing, making it a crucial trade hub today as it was in history
Chinese Provinces:

Anhui, China – Sandwiched between the Yangzi River in the south and the Huai He River in the North, most of Anhui Province remains densely agricultural

Fujian China – The original home of oolong tea, the coastal Fujian Province also sports a rich cultural history, reflected in its wealth of local dialects

Gansu, China – Home of the Buddhist Mogao Grottoes and the Jiayuguan Pass, the most intact and largest entrance through the Great Wall, Gansu Province was a major stop on the Silk Road

Guangdong, China – One of modern China’s most wealthy provinces, Guangdong Province was the site of the first revolt of the Taiping Rebellion and was the home province of Sun Yat-Sen, arguable founder of modern China

Guangxi, China – Home to the peerlessly beautiful Karst landscape featured prominently in Chinese watercolor style, Guangxi Province is a rapidly developing region, famed for its beauty, relaxed atmosphere and rice noodles

Guizhou, China – One of China’s most ethnically diverse provinces, more than half of Guizhou Province is devoted to ethnic minority autonomous regions

Hainan, China – China’s only island Province, Hainan Province is perpetually tropical, largely undeveloped and is marked as one of China’s Special Economic Zones

Hebei, China – Marked by heavy rains in summer and sandstorms in the springtime, Hebei has the largest amount of highway and railway coverage of any province in China
Heilongjiang, China – Bordered by Russia in the north, Heilongjiang Province is home to some of China’s coldest winters, sporting subarctic temperatures between November and February

Henan, China – The heart of ancient China for the first half of Chinese history, northern Henan Province runs along the Yellow River and remains one of the most populous regions in China

Hubei, China – An important agricultural region, Hubei Province is also home to the controversial Three Gorges Dam project and is already one of China’s principal power suppliers

Hunan, China – Originally a land of epic, sprawling forests, Hunan province is located along the south bank of the Yangtzi river and is a major producer of rice and tea

Inner Mongolia, China – Bordering both Russia and Mongolia in the north, Inner Mongolia, China maintains its awareness of a rich and varied cultural history, including having once been the home of Genghis Khan, conqueror of Asia

Jiangsu, China – The second most wealthy province in China, Jiangsu province is home to Nanjing city, ancient capital of China and remains one of China’s more divided continents – in terms of both language and culture

Jiangxi, China – Surrounded by mountains on three sides, Jiangxi province is dominated by the Gan River and its valley and contains several sites of great historical interest

Jilin, China – Influenced by its proximity to Russia and its firm Northeastern cultural identity, Jilin Province is largely an industrial exporter


Liaoning, China – The most southernmost province in the Manchurian region, Liaoning Province is also one of China’s youngest provinces, founded in 1954…

Ningxia, China – Small in size but huge in culture and history, Ningxia, China was an ancient hub of trade and commerce and today still bares the marks of that traffic

Qinghai, China – Located on the northeastern part of the Tibetan Plateau, Qinghai Province is a center of many tourist attractions yet is one of China’s poorest provinces

Shaanxi, China – Located at the very center of China, Shaanxi Province is crossed by the Yellow River and is home to some of China’s greatest historical sites, such as the ancient walls of Xi’an, China

Shandong, China – Arguably the birthplace of Chinese civilization, Shandong, China is a coastal province, boasting China’s oldest recorded writing, oldest city, and two sacred mountains

Shanxi, China – Home to the most ancient and tallest entirely wooden pagoda in the country, Shanxi Province in culture and history despite its bitter sandstorms
