Caps and Gowns

Caps and gowns for degree candidates have been ordered from the Willsie Cap and Gown Company. Candidates must pick up their
caps and gowns in Skutt Student Center rooms 104 & 105 on Thursday, May 8 or Friday, May 9 between 9 a.m. and 4 p.m.

Parking
